TOP 10 Helpful Hints for finding the Right DJ Corporation! 

 

1. Make sure your reception CAN NOT be subcontracted to another DJ firm. 
**Be careful of words such as “agent” or “artist” in the contract. 

2. Insist on getting references for every DJ team – each reference from the past 3 months. 
**You want to know any DJ you can get will be GREAT, not just a few of them. 
**References from the last 3 months will prove that the DJs are not living off the reputation of past DJs. 

3. Are their DJs employees of their DJ company (you do not want independent contractors)? 
**If not employees, the DJ firm can not legally have direct and total control over their DJs. 

4. A month before your reception, can you speak with the exact DJs who will be at your event? 
**You want to be excited and feel comfortable with your DJ team in advance of the reception. 

5. What equipment do the DJs bring for emergency situations & what happens in an emergency? 
**An extra (unplugged and not used) CD player, amplifier, and mixer should be in each show. 
**Even the greatest of products can fail – are your DJs prepared? 

6. Demand on your wedding reception being private (no sending strangers to observe the DJs). 
**Most brides/grooms are not able to invite all their own friends – why should the DJs? 
**If they want you to visit a stranger’s wedding, remember that they can do the same to your wedding. 
** What are the DJs priorities?  Closing a sale or making your reception wonderful for the 2 of you? 

7. Watch for DJ companies that promote their Packages more than their DJs! 
**Notice how their information will promote their price, sound & lighting more than their DJs. 

8. Be careful of DJ firms that use misleading and/or nationally produced marketing materials. 
**Many DJs use “pre-made” brochures with pictures and/or materials that are NOT from their events. 
**Some national DJ firms give you promotional videos with No DJs on the video from the actual 

franchise location that you will be working with. 
**Ask them if the DJs in their promotional materials still DJ for them?  If they say, “yes”, tell them you’d 

like to talk with those DJs.   
**Make sure their material is current so that you are getting an accurate depiction of their DJ firm. 

9. WATCH OUT for DJs who will give you money off the price to sign the contract today! 
**If the DJs believe in their service, why are they encouraging you into a decision before you’ve had a 

chance to compare? 
10. Schedule a One-on-One appointment before signing a contract! 

**The appointment will give you an opportunity to find out precisely how the DJs work with you. 
**You deserve individual attention when planning for your wedding – not a classroom full of strangers.
